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Legislative Activities:

As most of you know, the Bureau of Land Management, (BLM) and the United State Forest Service (USFS) have both over the past few years been drafting new Regulations on how the Public (you & me) are allowed to use our tax owned Federal Lands. Printed below is some of the latest information on this provided by Bill Heins, Cascade Leg Rep for CBH/SAA. Read and be informed of what is in the mill. Your Editor Joe

We have only won a skirmish.Obama has directed all of his Bureau managers
to implement their plans for management through regulation as opposed to legislation. He stated in his Executive order (I think it was exe. order 36333 of 2010) to attempt to gain public consent from all of the interested parties from the need for environmental sustainability and after a short time convince them it was their idea to implement this new regulation. Stake holders  will be invited to public hearings and "Facilitators", will direct  public discussions and one of two things will happen. Endangered species will be found that need protection (animal or plant) erosion problems etc. The second way will be a ban on lead shot to protect sustainability. They will limit the shooting area to protect hikers, bicyclists, and other more political correct uses of the land.

That will probably happen within the next two years. Time is on their side.

In the Red Bluff area they have eliminated the use of lead bullets and shot on the Dye Creek Preserve starting Jan, 2012. Because it is a Conservation Easement even the owner can not object. No public input only a regulation and a done deal.

November 23, 2011 - Washington, DC: Safari Club International has just learned that the Secretary of the Department of the Interior has instructed the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) to cease from implementing their Draft Shooting Sports Policy. The BLM’s Draft Shooting Sports Policy was roundly criticized by the hunting community because it indicated that BLM believes sport shooting is not compatible with changing demographics and wants to prioritize "urbanites" over long-time users. SCI members can view the Secretary’s memorandum attached to this email.

SCI would like to thank the hundreds of members who graciously donated to the Hunter Defense Fund.  Through your contributions, SCI was able to continue applying political pressure on the BLM to retract their anti-sport shooting policy. SCI hopes that a pro-shooting policy can be adopted that will facilitate improved shooting opportunities across the 245 million acres administered by the BLM.
